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The Position of Islamic Jurisprudence on Abortion and Contraception 
 Abstract:  

The research aimed to explain the position of Islamic jurisprudence on 

abortion and contraception, and used the deductive method. The research consisted of 

a general framework that included the introduction, the research problem and its case, 

questions, objectives, methodology, and four investigations and several demands. The 

first topic is having a fetus conception in jurisprudence and it consists of three 

demands: The first demand: What is meant by childbearing in Islamic jurisprudence, 

the second demand is what is meant by the fetus and the stages of its formation in 

Islamic jurisprudence, the third demand is some forms of abnormal childbearing. The 

second topic entitled abortion and its forms, and it consists of five demands: The first 

demand is what is meant by abortion, the second demand is causes of abortion. The 

third demand is the types of abortion in general, the fourth demand is the division of 

abortion among doctors, and the fifth demand is types of abortion among the legists. 

The third topic entitled rulings of abortion in Islam, and it consists of four demands: 

The first demand is the ruling of abortion before the soul has been breathed in, the 

second demand is the abortion of a pregnancy after forty and before the soul has been 

breathed into it. The third demand is the rule for abortion after the breathed soul 

among the legists, and the fourth demand is some opinions of contemporary legists on 

this issue. The fourth topic entitled some justifications and forms of abortion for an 

excuse and their ruling in Islamic jurisprudence, and it consisted of five demands: The 

first demand is justifications for permissibility before the soul was breathed in, the 

second demand is justifications for permitting abortion after the soul was breathed in. 

The third demand is the ruling of aborting of the deformed fetus, the fourth demand is 

ruling of aborting a fetus resulting from rape or incest, the fifth demand is ruling on 

aborting a fetus resulting from rape or incest, and the fifth demand is the ruling of 

aborting a fetus resulting from adultery. The research concluded with the most 

prominent results, recommendations and suggestions.
