The study discusses the subject of compensation for the mora
damage under the Omani civil and Jordanian civil reference to the Islamic
jurisprudence. In the light of the comparison, the study discusses the concept
of mora damage and debate on concerning the recoverability of such
damages.

According to the Islamic jurisprudence, the civil law rules regulating
the compensation against the moral damage and the relevant cases, the study
reached to a set of results, most important of which:

1-The contemporary jurists differed over the award ability of compensation
against the moral ~damage. They were divided into supporters and
rejecters. The issuing of modern civil legidatives made the opinion of the
supporters overwhelming.

2-The Jordanian legidator clearly provides for the compensation against the
moral damage, as he frankly stated that in the civil law.

3-The Omani legidator, though not frankly sated compensation against
moral damage in the civil transaction law, yet it is understood from the
whole texts related to damages, and other texts that suggest the right to
compensation against moral damage.

This study presents certain suggestions to the Omani legislator to state
clearly the right to recover compensation against the moral damage in the
Omani civil transaction law, and to modifying certain texts related to
compensation against moral damage in the Jordanian civil law that the
researcher sees them significant to illuminate any confusion or legislative gap
that ought to be blocked especially in our current technical age.
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
